1. Our tubular roof racks are zinc coated before being powder coated for added
protection. However to extend the lifetime of your roof rack, we recommend that
you treat the insides of the tubes with wax or an oil product before assembly. This
will protect against future rusting. Due to the narrowness of the tubes it is not
possible for us to zinc coat the insides completely, the oil/wax will give extra
protection.

over and on top of your
Defender.

9. Fasten a bolt through the
bracket to hold the sections
together.

12. The brackets fit around
the outside of the guttering
and the legs slot inside the
gutter itself. Ensure that the
bolts are firmly tightened.

10. Your roof rack should
now be fully assembled,
and look something like
this, with either all or none
of the front bars fitted
depending on your
preference.
